Communities Along the Carron Association Launches!  

 

First We Clean Up the River...  

CACAõs first big initiatives were the April Keep Scotland Beautiful 

clean ups along the Carron.  In partnership with KSB, Falkirk Council 

Litter Strategy Team,  Community Green Initiative, River  Carron  

Fishery Management Group (RCFMG), Church of Jesus Christ of  

Latter Day Saints, Carron Connect, Forth Estuary Forum, Upper 

Forth Wild Fowlers Ass'n, CGI, Glenwood TRO and the Criminal 

Justice Service, clean ups were held in Fankerton, Stoneywood, 

Dunipace, Denny, Larbert, Grangemouth, Carron, Langlees,       

Abbotshaugh Community Woodland, Bainsford and Skinflats.  An  

estimated 500 bags of litter plus several truckloads of fly tipping 

metal, household rubbish and commercial rubbish were removed 

from the paths and from in the water by about 150 volunteers.   

Rangers Sponsor Source to Sea River Walks  

In conjunction, the FC Outdoor Access Team has scheduled three 

òSource to Seaó walks along the River Carron.  The first was held in 

May along the Carron Reservoir; another in June in Carron Glen.  A 

third will be held on the 10th October where the Carron meets the 

Firth of Forth.  Binoculars are recommended for that oneñgreat 

bird watching!

CACA River Carron Study Tour Day  

In March 2010, the community volunteer group, Communities 

Along the Carron Association (CACA) held a public meeting to 

adopt its constitution and got started with an abundance of    

energy.   This followed on a 9 month consultancy with C&M     

Community Consultants LLP, sponsored by the Scottish              

Government and the European Community, Forth Valley &    

Lomond LEADER 2007-2013 Programme, and by Falkirk Council.            

On 5th May the management committee took a River Carron 

Study Tour day from the Carron Reservoir to Skinflats and all 

points in between, in order to match up maps and reality and 

determine what projects will have priority.   

High Priority Goals  

On 8th June the group met with various funding agencies to   

discuss a list of 31 short and long term projects, 15 of them on 

òhigh priorityó status.  Over the next few months CACA will  

apply for funding for a website, start up costs, clean ups, feasibility 

studies, community events and more.  The long term goal is to 

ensure that the issues and desires expressed in the 16 community 

consultations in 2009 are answered in a way that has the long 

term best interests of the River Carron and its people at heart.
